http://howjsay.com – after typing a word or phrase in the site’s window, you can hear their pronunciation. The good thing about this dictionary is that it gives varieties of pronunciation to the same word or phrase. 

http://www.real-english.com/reo/index.html - A site with videos and interactive lessons, featuring real English usage literally on the streets with variety of pronunciation styles, accents and even the small differences between British and American English. Enjoy it!
http://www.esl-lab.com/  - Randall’s ESL Cyber Listening Lab – the sire provides graded Listening with related to them exercises. You can have fun here and still learn a lot!

http://www.richardlberry.com/English.html  – a series of 33 lessons, designed for Asian students + idioms, proverbs and featured stories. The lessons are interestingly designed, relating letters (vocabulary building with words beginning with a certain letter of the alphabet), idioms, grammar tructures with visual material. One last tip. The easiest way to find a definition to a word or set phrase (collocation) is to type it in the Google window, put colon after it and add ‘def’ (for definition’)

e.g. tropical rainforests: def
